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 Our team had the joy of welcoming 5 college interns 
(4 from Harding, 1 from University of Alabama) for 7 weeks 
this summer.   

 During the 7 weeks, interns participated activities to 
give them a taste of what it might be like to do mission work in this particular context. Some of 
which were: language study (2 hours a day 2-3 times a week), visiting, attending church service in 
the bush, spending 2 nights without us in a village, shifting and grinding grains, cultural study 

(educational system and male rites of passage), teaching English 
in secondary school, a 1 week survey of northern Cabo Delgado, 
team meetings, team nights, and ladies class. 

 It sounds like what they enjoyed the most was when 
they were able to have relationship with the Mozambicans here 
themselves. Though they expressed the frustration in not being 
able to communicate efficiently with the Mozambicans, they were 
able to establish some good relationship with people. Wherever 
they went, people appreciated their visit. One of our friends, 
Madelana (left), said that having Chris-

tian visitors from far away in to their house doesn't happen by accident, 
and it is a showing of God’s mercy to her, though she is single and 
blind. The interns prayed over her and her house, and sang some songs 
of praise to God in her home. I know that it meant a lot to her.  

 All five of the interns have different levels of interest in mis-
sions but all were dedicated to allowing God to lead them as they seek 
out what He would have them do in their lives. Their maturity was 
very impressive to us, and I know that they have left a lasting impres-
sion on us, our kids, and people that they met here in Mozambique.

�� Like many places in Africa, 
in Mozambique men and 
women do not hold hands 
in public, even if they are 
married. However, men 
who are good friends do! 
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 On July 13-15 Alan Howell and I (Aaron) taught a seminar for all of the churches in the 
Montepuez district. About six churches and about 50 people attended. About 15 attendees walked 
3 to 6 hours for the conference! We have just recently received a provisional copy of the book of 
James in Metto, so we decided to teach through the entire book. Now if you look at the book of 
James you will notice that a lot of it  has to do with issues between rich and poor. This made it 
was very challenging for Alan and I. So many of the passages I was thinking, “They don’t need to 
hear this, I do.” However it was really good to think through 
these issues and how to address the poorest of the poor on 
issues of wealth when I as an American am in the top 10% 
of the world.  Alan and I both preached in Makua, although I 
am still writing my lessons out ahead of time, having the 
checked, and then reading them. But I was able to prepare 
the Makua texts of my lessons in the quickest time yet. They 
responded well to our lessons even on points I thought they 
might find difficult. I think that everyone enjoyed the con-
ference and the fellowship. Please pray that God will use this 
seminar to further his Kingdom.

 The Montepuez city church has been in existence for about six years now. 
Since the beginning they have had a desire plant more than one church in the city. In the 
last two months this has finally happened. This church started because many of the 
members walk about an hour to get to the city church. So after lots of prayers and meet-
ings the church as a whole decided to plant a new church at the house of one of the 
members, in the neighborhood of Napepa on the opposite side of town.  

 Before they finalized this plan some of the leaders came by to talk to me about 
their plan. I counseled the church leaders about being sure that this was to be a “church 
plant” and not a “split.” I talked to them about being sure that this was because of geo-
graphical and missiological reasons not because of personality or power issues. It really 
seams that they had thought through those issues already and had responses. I then chal-
lenged them to evangelize the neighborhood surrounding the church. The neighborhood 
where the new church is located is special in that it has a large concentration of people 
of the Makonde and Ngoni tribes. These tribes are located north of Montepuez and have 
little church presence. I talked to them about how God wants to use them to reach their 
unreached neighbors, and in turn reach their neighbors families and home areas. They 
seemed excited about the idea. I was blessed to preach at the first Sunday service. Since 
they have been meeting there has been 5 baptisms from the neighborhood. Please pray 
that God will bless them with growth and with unity. 

 This past April we were 
blessed to have two elders from 
our sponsoring church visit us. Jim 
Feldman and Layton McCown 
spent a week in Montepuez seeing 
our lives and work here. They were 
quite adventurous and tried (almost) every food they were offered and even spent 
the night in the village with us. Their trip was a great encouragement to the 
churches here, to our team, and especially to our family. From an overseeing 
perspective I feel that their trip has given them additional insight into guiding us 
in difficulties we experience. Josiah also enjoyed their visit as well and cried 
when they left, something he hadn’t done before. We thank God for blessing us 
with this time with them, and for blessing us with a sponsoring church that has 
the vision to encourage and guide us in this way. 
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 Some of you knew that in June, Aaron had experienced tooth abscess and he, with 
the advice of a dentist, flew down to the capital city of Maputo in order to receive emergency 
root cannels. We wanted to thank those of you who heard about this news and sent us words of 
encouragement and prayers. While Aaron was in Maputo receiving 3 root cannels, he was also 
able to do a lot of business that he could not have been able to do in Montepuez and were even 
able to bring home some paper diapers that we were not able to find in Northern Mozam-

bique!! Thanks also for prayers for Josiah and I, as we survived 10 days with-
out “daddy” at home with us in the middle of Africa! 

 Speaking of diapers… potty training is in progress! For the first 
time, we are very thankful to be living in the house with concrete floor and 
not carpet!. Mom and Dad’s goal is that Josiah will be potty training before 
the baby #2 arrive in November so that we can just have one in diaper at a 
time.. Is that too much of a wishful thinking? What do you think, Josiah??
